1.1.4. Preterist – Revelation is written before 70 A.D. and it primarily predicts the Fall of Jerusalem 

1.1.5. Futurist: It does not matter when Revelation was written and it primarily predicts things that will happen way, way into the future

1.1.6. Historicist: It does not matter when Revelation was written and it lays out the general course of life on earth after Jesus in a chronological fashion
